Dr. Billings received his medical degree from Vanderbilt University, and completed his residency in Psychiatry at Hospital of the University of Pennsylvania, Philadelphia. He is the recipient of many honors including inclusion in “America’s Top Psychiatrists” by the Consumer’s Research Council of America from 2004 to the present. He is an Associate Clinical Professor of Psychiatry at both the Tulane University School of Medicine and the Louisiana State University School of Medicine. He also maintains a private practice in Gretna, Louisiana. Dr. Billings is a popular speaker and is the author of numerous publications.

Workshop Summary:  This presentation will review the major classes of psychotropic medications and the clinical benefits, side effects, and diagnostic categories in which these medications may be used.  Participants will learn how to match symptom clusters with mechanisms of action of psychotropic medications, and how to integrate medication and psychotherapy.  They will also learn how to meet the challenges of generic medication, prior authorization, and managed care regulation of medication access.
